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DIRECTIONS TO Open Water site  
BEAVER LAKE, ARKANSAS

The reference point for these directions is the intersection of I-44 and I-244 on the northeast side of Tulsa.  From there it is approximately 136 miles to our dive site (2 –3/4 hrs):

From the intersection of I-44/I-244 go approximately 3 miles east to US 412.  At this intersection, I-44 curves to the left into an overpass.  

Stay in the right hand lane, go straight east, and this will be US 412.  Continue on US 412 for about 93 miles.  This is all four-lane through the Cherokee Turnpike, Siloam Springs, Tontitown, and Springdale.

Right before you enter Springdale, you will take I-540 north.  The on ramp is a left turn immediately after the underpass. (Exit 72)

Continue on I-540 for approximately 13.5 miles to the second Bentonville exit (Exit 86 NOT 85). This is US 62 and State Highway 102.  Turn right onto 62 and continue east on 62 towards Eureka Springs.  

Follow US62 for approximately 19 miles (careful there is a split in the road at the intersection of Rt. 62 and Rt. 9, bear to the left staying on US 62).  Watch for brown sign “Indian Creek Park” on right.  Make a right on to Indian Creek Rd. (pink trailer on left).  

Follow Indian Creek Rd. for approximately 3.5 miles to Dam Site Rd. that will be on your left.  Make left on to Dam Site Rd.

Follow Dam Site Road to almost the end.  Before reaching Rt. 187 you will see a small blacktop parking area (about four parking spaces wide) on your right.  Park in this parking lot, the lake and our dive site will be straight in front of you. 
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
